These are
core skills that our students will need as they
continue in their schooling and move into
employment. So it is pleasing fo see their
progress. Our students are also shining their

To celebrate the day, our students enjoyed
learning about the cultural significance of kites

from around the world before making and flying
their own kites.

together.

One of the features of modern society is our
ability to connect via social media. Sadly, social
media can also be badly misused. Recently a
number of our secondary students have been
contacted by people in an inappropriate manner.

our students. Currently we are working closely

with the Department of Education Child
Wellbeing Unit and with New South Wales
Police to stop this problem. Please discuss
cyber safety with your children and make sure
they are aware of how to be safe online.

Recently the New South Wales government
announced new standards in literacy for
students who sit for the HSC. Students must
reach a basic level of literacy before they can
be awarded the HSC. Students who do not
reach this level of literacy will be issued with a
Statement of Attainment rather than the HSC.
Starting in 2017, students who sit NAPLAN in
Year 9 and achieve a Band 8 or above in
reading, writing and numeracy tests can
pre-qualify for the HSC. To help parents

E-Safety for Students

Our students are part of the connected, digital world. This opens many great
opportunities to communicate, learn and widen their horizons. Unfortunately it can
open our children to cyber-bullying, grooming and contact by unsavoury people. From
time to time our students are exposed to these unwanted and illegal behaviours.

It is important that we teach young people how to live in the modern digital
environment. Recently we have had our Police Liaison Officer visit the school to talk to
students about these and other issues. Cyber safety is also taught at various times in the
school. It is very important that every parent and every student understands what to do
if they are sent offensive or illegal material or approached in an inappropriate way
online.

Some common sense advice includes:

«  Make sure your child’s online contacts/friends are people they know and trust.

« Acknowledge that your child may talk to people they don't know online and that if
so, they should keep the topic general and avoid sharing personal information.

« Nothing in life is free — warn your child about accepting gifts from people they
don’t know.

«  Discuss with your child who they can speak to about sensitive issues or things they
may be too embarrassed to tell their parents about. This might be an aunty or
uncle, older cousin or their teacher.

« Talk about the difficult issues — you need to speak with your child in relation to
grooming, sexting and other difficult topics.

« Help your child to develop strategies for saying no to requests for photographs,
personal information or any inappropriate contacts from people they know.

« If someone does contact them and make offensive suggestions or requests get
them to:

- Stop chatting with the contact.

- Block the contact.

- Give a copy of the offensive material to someone they trust, their parents or
teachers, so the matter can be reported or dealt with.

- Not chat with the person again if they try to make contact through another
platform.

- Contact the Office of the Children’s E-safety Commissioner at https://
esafety.gov.au/ to make a report OR

- Contact local police as it is a crime to groom, sext, cyber bully using electronic
devices.

One of the best ways to protect young people is for parents and caregivers to be aware
of what their children are viewing online and who they are chatting with.

Saving the Oaklands Diuris - Wild Orchid Project

Have you ever come across a purple orchid in the Oaklands or

Urana area? Did this orchid have long hanging leaves and 'donkey
ear' petals? If the answer is yes then you've probably seen the
Oaklands Diuris (Diuris callitrophila), which only grows in white
cypress pine woodland in the Oaklands/Urana area.
Unfortunately, there are only small numbers of this orchid left in
the wild.

A group of seven different organisations are working in
partnership, under the banner of the Wild Orchids Project, to
conserve the Oaklands Diuris and two other species of endangered

orchids in southern NSW. The project is helping to protect these

over-grazing and bushfires. One the biggest threats to the orchids

are their small population size.

Last year, the dedicated staff at the Royal Botanic Gardens Victoria Orchid Conservation Program
started growing orchid seedlings to plant at new and existing sites to increase population numbers. This is
a process known as propagation and re-introduction and will be happening over the next few years. It is

expected that more than 6,000 orchids from the three endangered species will be propagated.
