This skill involves students checking their 

understanding as they read and then having 

strategies to find the meaning of the parts 

they don’t understand. By explicitly teaching 

the super6 skills we are seeing students      

continuing to improve in their all-important   

literacy skills. There is more information about 

the super6 later in the newsletter.

One way that we show our pride 

in ourselves and our school is for students to 

wear our full school uniform.

Managing                            Adolescents Differently 
 

Often there are underlying issues behind a child displaying aggression. Firstly there could be                   

internalisation. This is where the anger is displaced with an internal negative self-dialogue. Secondly there 

is negative self-talk. Angry adolescents hold negative thoughts based on their beliefs about unfairness. 

 

It is important that we communicate effectively when a child is feeling this way and try to  de-escalate the 

situation before it becomes a bigger issue.  

 
 

LEARN method in Communicating and Conflict Resolution 
 
 

LISTEN ACTIVELY- make sure you share a posture that means you are taking their thoughts on board. 

Gather information and paraphrase. Match their intensity and try to lower it. 

 

ENCOURAGE REFLECTION- create doubt in their perception of reality by asking them questions about 

consequences. 

 

AVOID CRITICISM- don’t put them down or shame. They need a positive identity to connect with. 

 

RESPOND ASSERTIVELY- use your body language effectively and connect personally. Anchor the discus-

sion and offer choices. Summarise the main point. 

 

NEGOTIATE- compromise and discussion options until an agreement. Or return to discussion later.
