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9 steps to drawing Scream Artwork inspired by Edvard Munch:  

 

Step 1: We drew the head shape with the teacher.  

Step 2: The ears were drawn in line with the top of the eyes.  

Step 3: We drew the eyes by drawing two arches, the drawing two taller arches and two dots for pupils.  

Step 4: The nose was created by drawing an arch and two dots.  

Step 5: Next was the mouth, we drew a large circle then a curved line that goes halfway across.  

We then drew another line to the other side of the mouth and drew teeth.  

Step 6: We coloured the face in using skin coloured penicils.  

Step 7: We added a neck and shirt, then coloured them in.  

Step 8: We used paint, dipped a straw in it and added hair blowing through the straw. 

Step 9: We each added colour in the background by designing a patterned wall paper of our choice.  

 



Summarizing 
 

Summarizing is one of the key skills required for comprehension, making it a core literacy skill. As the 
NSW Centre for Effective Reading states “Research suggests instruction and practice in summarising not 
only improves students’ ability to summarise text, but also their overall comprehension of text content ..”   
 

Research shows that Summarizing teaches students how to discern the most important ideas in a text, 
how to ignore irrelevant information, and how to integrate the central ideas in a meaningful way.    
Teaching students to summarize improves their memory for what is read. Summarization strategies can 
be used in almost every content area.  
 

 It helps students learn to determine essential ideas and consolidate important details that support 
them. 

 It enables students to focus on key words and phrases of an assigned text that are worth noting and 
remembering. 

 It teaches students how to take a large selection of text and reduce it to the main points for more 
concise understanding. 

 

There are many summarizing techniques that students can use and as a parent you can encourage your 
child to use when doing research or reading text. Some of these  techniques include: 
 
3-2-1 Method: 
3 main points (or 3 “something’s”) 
2 controversial ideas (or two things I disagree with) 
1 question related to the key concept or learning 
 
 

Squares, Triangles, Circles Method:  
List 4 things that “square with my thinking”; 3 “angles” I disagree with (or 3 details to support --, or 3 
things for which I need more information, 3 “different ways to look at the idea,” etc.); and 1 question 
“circling” in my head. 
 
 

K-W-L Method: 
If you started the revision / research time with a K-W-L (what I Know, what I Want to know, what I 
Learned), then complete the L (learned) section as the summary 
 
 

SQ3R: Survey, Question, Read, Recite, Review. While this is a teaching/reading strategy, the last part of it 
could constitute a summary at the end of the reading/lesson.

One-Sentence Summary Method: 
Summarize in one sentence the key point of the lesson (be specific about what to summarize - i.e., the 
importance of ---) 
 
Aha! and Huh? Method: Write down 1 or 2 “ahas” (something you learned) and 1 or 2 “huhs” (things you 
still have questions about) 
 

6-Word Memoirs: In 6 words, what did you learn? 
Plus/Minus/Intriguing: List things you agree with (plus), things you disagree with or question (minus), and 
something you have found intriguing. 
 
There are many other techniques but these will help most students with their understanding.

This is to    

recognise the majority of our students who do  

follow school uniform rules. 

 

This means that by simply correctly following 

school / classroom rules and wearing uniform,   

students will have 40 merits by the end of each 

semester, placing them on Silver Level. 

 

Each week a print out of merit points for student 

will be printed and for each roll class, allowing  

students to track their merit points.

None of the seven offences attract demerit points when committed elsewhere on 
the road but in a school zone they each come with two points. 

 

The changes are: 
 

 Stopping in intersection - Under the changes if a driver commits this offence in a 
school zone they will receive a penalty of $439 and 2 demerit points. 

 

 Stop within 20m of intersection (traffic lights) - Under the changes if a driver 
commits this offence in a school zone they will receive a penalty of $439 and 2 
demerit points. 

 

 Stop within 10m of intersection (no traffic lights) - Under the changes if a driver 
commits this offence in a school zone they will receive a penalty of $439 and 2 de-
merit points. 

 

 Stop near bicycle crossing lights - Under the changes if a driver commits this offence 
in a school zone they will receive a penalty of $439 and 2 demerit points. 

 

 Obstruct access to ramp/path/passageway - Under the changes if a driver commits 
this offence in a school zone they will receive a penalty of $330 and 2 demerit points. 

 

 Not parallel park in the direction of travel - Under the changes if a driver commits 
this offence in a school zone they will receive a $330 fine and 2 demerit points. 

 

 Parallel park close to dividing line - Under the changes if a driver commits this 
offence in a school zone they will receive a $330 fine and 2 demerit points.
